o Opposition- cooperation 
sport, played on divided 
court, and simultaneous 
action.

o A 6 players team tries to 
eliminate all the players of 
the opposing team by 
throwing and tagging them 
with 3 foam balls.

o There isn’t direct contact and 
the risk of injury is minimal.



ORIGIN AND HISTORY
 Dachball is an Aragonese sport. His
creator is the PE teacher Roberto Navarro
and his 5th PE students; It’s a school
adaptation of an American sport called
"Dodgeball“

 Since its creation in 2005, it has spread
throughout Spain and has even played 3
world tournaments. Currently, it appears
recognized in the official Aragonese
curriculum.

Cooperation: The dynamics of the game forces all players to participate.

Equality: Mixed sport.

Integration: The Datchball rules take into account the possible

functional diversity of the students trying to compare them with the rest.

Respet: Players must acknowledge that they have been hit and accept

elimination as an intrinsic part of the game (they leave the game voluntarily

by raising their hand). Teams have the obligation to greet each other at the

beginning of the game and at the end of it.
