Exemplos:
I have got a cat.		Teño un gato.
I hasn’t got have a cat.		Non teño un  gato.
Have I got a cat?		Teño un gato?

She has got a new shirt.	Ela ten unha nova camisa.
She hasn’t a new shirt.		Ela non ten unha nova camisa.
Has she got a new shirt?	Ten (ela) unha nova camisa?
Fíxate tamén como  para facer unha pregunta intecambiamos a posición de have/has e o suxeito:
They have got a red car.     → 	Have they got a red car?
He has got brown eyes.       → 	Has he got brown eyes?
