FULL SCALE PROJECTS

1) A tourist guide to Padrón.
This includes a full and detailed list of restaurants, bars, cafés, etc. Places to visit (churches, museums) and things to do.
They make up a big board drawing a plan of the village and sticking photographs on it.
2) Interview to a Canadian.
Students interview and English speaker they know. They record their conversation and take it down on a paper. Students get information from the Canadian/American embassy, offices, banks, etc. about Canada.
3) Audiovisual about Padrón.
Students take photographs of the most interesting places in Padrón and they make slides out of them. Afterwards, they decide on the text to go with the slides. The final stage is to make a recording.
4) Study on the “movida viguesa”.
A group of female students was very interested in knowing more about the “movida viguesa”. They collected every kind of information they could take hold of. They even visited Vigo.
The second stage was to know if this sort of movement had any sort of parallelisms in Great Britain. They wrote several letters to different people asking about this.
5) At the airport.
Students go to an international airport (Labacolla) and write down all the English terms they may see.
They also go to the information desk and write down one of the notices they hear from the loudspeakers. Finally, they interview different people coming from London basing themselves on a script they had prepared beforehand.
6) Students become writers. They make up a play to be performed. They decide on the topic, characters, scenes and so on.
7) Spanish basketball versus American basketball.
A group of students very fond of basketball decided to get every kind of information about the ways and forms of American basketball. They finished their projects interviewing an American basketball player and trying to contrast the information they had with the information provided by the player.
8) Producing a magazine.
First, they decide on the parts of the magazine. Each member of the group is assigned one of them.
9) Making a radio programme. Protagonists “The Smiths”, “The Beatles”, “Leonard Cohen”.
They collect information about this musical group and decide the kind of programme they want to plan. Finally, they record the programme including music together with information, interviews, telephone calls requiring an certain record to be played, etc.
10) British-Spanish Press.
Students select a number of Spanish and British newspapers. They establish a comparison and gather conclusions from the material they have been working with.
11) A guide to Rosalía Museum.
A group of students visit the museum with the idea of writing a guide for it. They collect information, they take pictures and they conduct a questionnaire in relation to visitors’ opinions about it.
