Spain:

What is it like:

Have to study until you are 16
At 16 you have to choose a path
Don’t have to study until you are 5
Max of 25 students in class in primary 30 in secondary
In public schools you can’t separate girls and boys in private ones or semi-private yes
3 different types of school public private or semi-private
Timetable: 9:00 to 2:30, with one day a week of afternoon classes (not all schools have the same time table)
Erasmus projects 
Integration of students with disabilities 
No uniforms in public schools in general 
Offer courses to get accreditation for your work as an adult 
Students that need help get a scholarship 
Teachers in Spain are civil workers in public schools
The state has a school for languages which is very cheap
Vocational training 
Teachers go to courses
Religion is a part of the curriculum 
Have students with special needs in general classes
Long summer holidays
You learn your regional language in school 

University in Spain is mainly public
It is very cheap vs. UK they pay for everything and only pay it back when they make a certain amount of money
Loads of different options
4 years 
Can study two degrees
There are scholarships
Classes are mainly theoretical 



Public
Pros
Some help for children with special needs
All people can attend public school
Mix schools
Children can eat at the school
Generally, a good level
Different types of studies 
It is free
Free transport
Students don’t wear uniform
Morning timetable
Schools get involved with the community 
School trips 
Inclusion
Teachers are paid by the government
Budget for innovative projects
Heating and air condition

Cons
Too many people per class
Students don’t wear uniform
Old fashion Equipment 
Not always options for secondary
Spain has a small budget for educations
Loads of changes in the laws in the last decades
Training should be compulsory 
Small schools closing and kids not having a school availed near
Lack of staff (no people for substitutions)
Changes in teachers for younger kids
Children with needs don’t get enough support 
We don’t have nurses or psychologist in schools
No consequences for teachers if wrong doing (more inspections necessary)
No secular system
The curriculum is too big in secondary school 


Semi private
Can be religious
Pay some amount of money
Teachers don’t have to pass an exam
State pays less than public
Usually no college
Normally uniform

Private
Have to pay
Harder to fail
Teachers don’t have state exam
Better facilities
Teachers earn less money


Pros:
Free education for everyone, everywhere
Highly educated teachers
Teachers keep up to date with courses
Mix in social classes
Compulsory until 16
Freedom for students
 

Cons:
There is too much to study it is impossible for teachers 
Content repeats itself
Too many subjects
Classes are too large, too many students per teacher
Teachers don’t have enough support
Better adaptation for students who don’t speak the language
