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Your life in 2 minutes/Serviette Futures
Aims

· Students practise giving biographical information about themselves

· Students practise talking about their life priorities

· Students practise talking about a classmates priorities

Steps

1 Ask your students to imagine the scenario that we discussed in the session (that there is an electrostatic storm coming and you are going to lose your memory in a few minutes, your mobile doesn’t work so you grab a serviette and start to make notes to your future self)

2 Read out your own serviette notes to the students.

3 Aske them to ask you follow up questions about them.

4 Provide students with serviettes and 5 minutes to make their own notes (allow extra time if necessary)

5 In pairs, students talk each other through their own notes.

6 Follow up activities: students introduce each other to the group or students take their partner’s serviette home and write a biography about them.
7 Extension activity, students record their message on their own mobile.
