	In the 1940s, science-fiction writer Isaac Asimov wrote his collection of short stories called I, Robot, where he created the 3 laws of robotics.
When you read I, Robot, you get really struck by how Asimov’s predictions are coming true right now. It’s not that he described specific bits of technology, it’s that he foresaw the moral, emotional and intellectual dilemmas that AI (Artificial Intelligence) and the robotics age are forcing humanity to grapple with.
Asimov's Three Laws of Robotics:
1. A robot may not injure a human being or, through inaction, allow a human being to come to harm.
2. A robot must obey the orders given by human beings except where such orders would conflict with the First Law.
3. A robot must protect its own existence as long as such protection does not conflict with the First or Second Laws.
These laws were recently incorporated into a recent official European Parliament report on how humans should interact with artificial intelligence and robots.

The three laws of robotics by Isaac Asimov were recently incorporated into an official European Parliament report on how humans should interact with robots, bots, androids and other manifestations of artificial intelligence. The three laws should apply if and when robots become self-aware. 
The report acknowledges that there is a possibility that within the space of a few decades AI could surpass human intellectual capacity.
It also suggests that in the light of numerous reports on how many jobs could be taken by AI or robots, member countries consider introducing a universal basic income for citizens provided by the state.
Robot producers or owners may, in future, be required to take out insurance cover for the damage potentially caused by their robot.
