Poverty and homelessness are worldwide problems. One-quarter of the world’s population lives in conditions that harm their health and safety.

Climate change is one of the most devastating problems humanity has ever faced.

Overpopulation-As the population of the world grows, resources become scarcer. 

Immigration can place stress on government programs and social systems within a country, and it can be a divisive topic in a society.


Gender Equality-Women still lag behind men in wages and top leadership positions held, although they are more likely to obtain a college degree. (Gender Equality)

When people are sick or hurt, they need access to medical care to get better. 97 million people become impoverished by seeking needed medical care. 

The childhood obesity epidemic doesn’t affect all children equally. Children in families where the parents have more education and higher incomes are far less likely to be obese than those of less education and lower incomes. 

Bullying-Obesity and other appearance issues are the top reasons children report being bullied.
