Present simple or present continuous?
Habitual v Actual

– We use the Present simple for HABITUAL actions.
Pepe’s friend thinks Liverpool is the best team in the world.
Pepe’s friend ALWAYS thinks this.
- We use the present continuous to describe SPECIAL, ACTUAL, NOT NORMAL actions
Mari’s brother is going to Paris to visit a friend.
Mari’s brother going to Paris is SPECIAL.
- Examples
Every day, Pepe goes to School at 8.00 and comes home at 2.30, but today, he is coming home at 4.00 because he is staying at his friend’s house for lunch.
When does Pepe go to school every day?
What is special today?
Mari usually goes to her grandmother’s house after school for lunch, but today, she is going to her Aunt’s house for lunch.
Where does Mari have lunch?
What is different today?
Pepe and Mari go to the cinema quite often, but this Saturday they are going to see the basketball match in Riazor.
Do Pepe and Mari go to the cinema?
What is special on Saturday?
I often have lunch in Cambre, but today, I am having lunch in Carral.
Why is special about Carral?
I like playing football. John enjoys watching tennis. Mike hates tennis.
I am thinking… today, I am liking football, but tomorrow I like tennis
What do they think?
