	Present, past or Present Perfect?

I go to London every week. – Present simple. Habitual activity.
I have been to London three times. – Present Perfect.
I went to London last week. – Past simple Past activity.




The Present Perfect describes activities that begin in the past and finish/continue in the present.
I live in Cambre. 			(Present. We don’t know when I came to Cambre)
I have lived here for ten years.	 (I live in Cambre now and I came to live in 2007)
I lived in Cambre for ten years. 	(I don’t live in Cambre now.)
I have my money here.		Present simple.     (He has money in his pocket.)
I have lost my money.		Pres. Perfect.  (He had money, but now he hasn’t.)
I lost my money.			Past simple. (He lost his money. He found it again.)
