UNLESS:  It means IF NOT. That’s why it is always used with an affirmative verb

Unless it stops raining , we won’t go out 

We won’t go our unless it stops raining.

We won’t go out  if it doesn’t stop raining.

Supposing / suppose: supposing he comes tomorrow , will we still meet him?
As long as / so long as ( siempre que / a condición de que ) Indica limitación .
Providing that / provided that / on the condition that  (siempre que / a condición de que) e.g.: You can go out as long as / so long as/ provided that / on the condition that  you come back  at twelve. (puedes salir siempre que / a condición de que , sólo si/ vuelves a las doce.)

In Case ( por si) e.g. : Take an umbrella in case it rains. ( por si llueve)
