
Past simple - regular verbs

To make the past tense with most regular verbs,  
we add -ed

watch - watched

1.- If a verb ends in e, we only add -d

play - played

start - started

walk - walked

like - liked

close - closed

bake - baked

smile - smiled

2.- If a verb ends in a consonant + y, we change the
y into i and add -ed

cry - cried

worry - worried try - tried

study - studied

3.- If a verb ends in a vowel + consonant, we double
the consonant and add  -ed

stop - stopped

clap - clapped zip - zipped

beg - begged

special cases:
