We use Reflexive pronouns when the subject and object of a clause are the same:


I burnt myself cooking the dinner


Annie hurt herself when she fell over.


Did you enjoy yourself?


If you want more coffee, help yourself.


I didn´t take the car to the garage, I repaired it myself.

BY myself, yourself,...  can mean “ alone” or “on my own”


I don´t live by myself.  I share a flat with other two students.

Some verbs which are reflexive in Spanish are not reflexive in English: feel, relax, concentrate, etc.


I feel fine


I must try to relax and concentrate on this job.

COMPARE -SELVES and EACH OTHER

Sue and I can take care of ourselves





(= Sue can take care of herself and I can take

care of myself )


Note: We can use ONE ANOTHER instead of EACH OTHER

Chris and Sue often help one another

We should all try to help one another.

ONE (S): We often use ONE instead of repeating a noun

My new flat is much bigger than my old one (=my old flat )

I like these shoes more than the other ones (= the other shoes)

I am looking for a tie. I want a blue one

Which picture do you prefer, this one or that one ?

Which of those girls is your sister? the one with the blond hair
