The word ‘unfair’ is subjective, as different people may view fairness
differently based on their own experiences.

This is based on research findings, but the phrase ‘studies suggest’
Indicates that it is not an absolute truth, just a supported claim.

This is based on scientific research and data, making it verifiable.
X However, interpretations of the evidence can vary, which can introduce
bias in how it is presented.
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Evidence is the information, facts or data provided to support a
statement, claim, expressions of opinion or argument. That is, it helps
prove whether something is true or false or offers reasons as to why we
should view the opinion as correct.

Evidence can be split into two types: 'hard’ or 'soft’.

Bias is natural—everyone has perspectives shaped by their experiences. It
can be helpful or necessary in some cases

We may discuss bias as simply identifying a strong held opinion (without
assuming it is necessarily a bad thing!)



Bias is natural—everyone has perspectives shaped
by their experiences. It can be helpful or necessary
IN some cases. For example:

Opinion pieces & editorials - These are meant to persuade,
SO a clear bias is expected.

Advocacy writing - Bias can be used to promote positive
change, such as fighting for human rights.

Personal narratives - Memoirs and autobiographies reflect a
subjective experience, which is inherently biased.




Bias can be harmful when it misleads, distorts facts,
or unfairly influences opinions. For example:

In news reporting - If a journalist only presents one side of
a political issue, it creates an unfair representation.

or

In history texts - If a book ignores the perspectives
of marginalised groups, it leads to an
iIncomplete understanding.

EXAMPLE 1: NEWS ARTICLE EXCERPT

“The government’s reckless budget cuts have once again hurt our most
vulnerable citizens. Essential programs like public housing and disability support
are being slashed, leaving thousands at risk. Despite widespread outrage,
officials continue to prioritize corporate tax breaks over basic human needs.”
