Vilalba es un municipio de Lugo con una poblacién en torno a 14000 habitantes de los cuales la poblacién extranjera (aproximadamente un 8%) y la poblacién mayor de 65 afos (casi
el 30% del total) suponen los dos grupos demograficos que mayor aumento estan experimentando. El IES Santiago Basanta Silva es el Unico centro del entorno que ofrece las
ensefanzas de ESO y Bachillerato, siendo referencia académica de estas etapas en nuestra comarca y aglutinando toda la diversidad del alumnado de la zona.

En el centro contamos con varias iniciativas: medioambientales como “Escolas verdes polo clima” y “Nutriescola”; de igualdad como “Donas de si”; de innovacién educativa como
Innova-Lab; artisticas como Regueifa Musical y linglisticas como Spring Week y la seccién bilingie. El instituto ha establecido un Plan de Inclusién Educativa con medidas
experimentales de terapia animal para trabajar las emociones y patios inclusivos. Ademas, hemos sido galardonados con el Premio Nacional de los Clubs de Lectura y reconocidos
como centro mas sostenible de Galicia (Ecoembes) gracias al impulso de iniciativas medioambientales.

Vilalba se caracteriza por ser una zona de asentamiento de poblacion inmigrante. Resulta necesario establecer desde el centro educativo dinamicas de integracién del alumnado
extranjero. Ademas, el IES Santiago Basanta Silva acoge una gran diversidad y, con ello, un elevado porcentaje de alumnado con necesidades especificas de apoyo educativo
(NEAE).

El principal reto que se plantea el equipo Erasmus es fomentar el rol del centro como reflejo de la comarca y motor de dinamicas de integracién. En este sentido, el proyecto Erasmus+
permitirda conocer las practicas de inclusion de otras culturas y ajustarlas a nuestro contexto. Asimismo, interactuar con otros espacios y culturas nos brindara la posibilidad de
observar las costumbres ajenas, compararlas con las propias y ponerlas en valor.

If beneficiary organisations use programme funds to pay other organisations for specific implementation tasks, then
the obligations of such organisations must be formally defined to ensure compliance with the Erasmus quality
standards and protection of the Union funds. The following elements must be included in the formal agreement
between the beneficiary and the service provider: tasks to be carried out, quality control mechanisms, consequences
in case of poor or failed delivery, and flexibility mechanisms in case of cancellation or rescheduling of agreed services
that guarantee fair and balanced sharing of risk in case of unforeseen events.

In all cases, the beneficiary organisation will stay responsible for the results and quality of implemented activities,
regardless of the involvement of other organisations.

Contributions paid by participants: as a form of co-funding, the beneficiary organisation may ask participants in
mobility activities for contributions to pay for goods and services necessary for the implementation of those activities.
The size of the participants’ contributions must remain proportional to the grant awarded for the implementation of the
activity, must be clearly justified, collected on a non-profit basis, and may not create unfair barriers to participation
(especially concerning participants with fewer opportunities). Additional fees or other participant contributions cannot
be collected by supporting organisations or other service providers chosen by the beneficiary organisation.

Integrating results of mobility activities in the organisation: beneficiary organisations must integrate the
results of the implemented mobility activities (e.g. knowledge gained by staff in professional development) in their
regular work, in order to benefit the organisation as a whole, its staff, and learners.
