	They
	They are
	They aren’t
	Are they…?


Ejemplo:
· Afirm.: She is happy.
· Negat.: She isn’t happy.
· Interrog.: Is she happy?
2️⃣ Otros verbos (incluyendo to have)
	Forma
	Afirmativa

	I / You / We / They
	Sujeto + verb (base) 
Ej.: I play
	Sujeto + don’t + verb (base) 
Ej.: I don’t play
	Do + sujeto + verb (base)? 
Ej.: Do you play?

	He / She / It
	Sujeto + verb + -s/-es 
Ej.: He plays
	Sujeto + doesn’t + verb (base) 
Ej.: He doesn’t play
	Does + sujeto + verb (base)? 
Ej.: Does he play?


Nota: En negativa e interrogativa, el verbo vuelve a la forma base (sin -s).

· Afirm.: She has a car. / He plays football.
· Negat.: She doesn’t have a car. / He doesn’t play football.
· Interrog.: Does she have a car? / Does he play football?

· Never (nunca)
· Every day / week / month (cada día / semana / mes)
· On Mondays / at weekends (los lunes / los fines de semana)

1. Routines and Habits (rutinas y hábitos) → I get up at 7 every day.
2. General truths (verdades generals) → The sun rises in the east.
3. Fixed schedules (horarios fijos) → The bus leaves at 8 o’clock.
