
1. Conditional clauses. (condicionales)
They are introduced by: if, whether, (even if, if only), but for, as/so long as, suppose/supposing (that), on condition (that), provided (that), unless, in case
Unless + affirmative verb = If + negative verb.
I won’t go out unless you ask me.

If only express wish or hope.
If only he comes.

Type 0: They express general situations and facts, universal laws and sometimes orders or requests (Imperative). General conditionals.
	Condition: If + present simple/past simple
	Consequence: present simple/past simple

	If you mix oil and water,
If I finished work early
	The oil floats on top.
I went for a walk in the park.

Type 1: They express situations that we think they are possible to happen. Probable conditionals.
	Condition: if + present simple
	Consequence: future (will + infinitive)

	B.1.- Open Conditional.

Ex: If I had not arrived # Unless I had arrived == gramatical




1. Relative clauses.
Relative clauses add information to what has been said on something or someone in the main clause.

We add RELATIVE ADVERBS: WHERE, WHEN and WHY
Defining relative clauses are what we call in Spanish Oraciones de relativo especificativas. They define the cause, time, place, thing, possession or person we are talking about. They can be subject, object of a verb or object of a preposition.
EXAMPLES:
People:
	The man who/that robbed you was arrested. (subject)
	The man who (m)/that I saw told me to come back today. (object)
	The friend with whom I was travelling spoke French. (object of preposition)
	Things:
	This is the picture which/that caused such sensation. (subject)
	The car which/that I hired broke down. (object)
	The ladder on which I was standing began to slip. (object of preposition)
	Possessive:
	People whose rents have been raised can appeal. (people)
	A house, whose walls were made of glass or a house with glass walls. (things)
	Relative Adverbs:
	The year when (= in which) he was born
	The hotel where (= in / at which) they were staying
	The reason why he refused is obvious

Non defining relative clauses are what we call in Spanish Oraciones de relativo explicativas. They add extra information to the main clause. These sentences go between commas when they are included in the main clause. Relative pronouns can never be omitted in Non-defining relative clauses.
	EXAMPLES:
	People:
Peter, who had been driving all day, suggested stopping at the next station. (subject)
Peter, who (m) everyone suspected, turned out to be innocent. (object)
Peter, with who (m) I played tennis on Sundays, was fitter than me. (object of preposition)
Things:
The 8:15 train, which is very punctual, was late today. (subject)
She gave me this jumper, which she had knitted herself. (object)
His house, for which he paid $10,000, is now worth $50,000. (object of preposition)
This machine, which I have looked after for twenty years, is still working. (object of phrasal verb)
Possessive:
Ann, whose children are at school all day, is working as a nurse. (people)
His house, whose windows were all broken, was a depressing sight. (things)
Relative adverbs:
Cardiff, where my brother lives, is the capital of Wales.
The year, when the Al Qaeda attacked New York, was 2001


2. Passive Voice.
The passive voice is formed with the verb to be on the same tense as the active verb + past participle from the main verb.
They produce a lot of wine in Spain  A lot of wine is produced in Spain. This is the scheme:

In English is more common to use the passive voice than in Spanish. We use the passive voice when we want to talk about someone/something affected by an action giving emphasis in the action and the object.
	Mr Smith was arrested in Burma.
The subject of the active verb is the agent that is presented with by in the passive voice. Sometimes the agent is omitted when it is not important or is unknown or is clear who is.
The fire was put out quickly (by the firemen).
The television has been repaired at last.
Their car was stolen last night.
	The agent appears when it is important.
This book was written by Mario Vargas Llosa.
	There are some verbs with direct and indirect object: give, ask, tell, send, lend, teach, pay, show, etc. the passive have two possibilities.
	Someone has given him a kitty.
	He has been given a kitty.
	A kitty has been given to him.

3. Reported speech.
We use the reported speech when we want to communicate to someone what another people have said, without using the exact words that this one used.
a. Statements.
DS:	He says: “The train will be late”
RS:	He says that the train will be late.

When the verb in the main clause is in Present, Present Perfect or Future the “backshift” of the verb in the “reporting clause” is not necessary.
However, if the main clause is in Past tense, the backshift is done, that means the verb in the reporting clause change to Past tense, between both sentences there is a linking word THAT.
DS:	He said ‘The train will be late”
RS:	He said that the train would be late.

1. – Students are asked to assume that these sentences are spoken and reported on different days. This will mean that a sentence such as: He said, ‘I am coming tomorrow, will become: He said that he was coming the next day, and so on. This is applied to most of exercises on indirect speech.
2. – With indirect speech, when the person addressed is mentioned. Tell is more usual than say to as an introductory verb Ex:
	He told me that he was going away the next day
is more usual than
	He said to me that he was going away the next day.

	Verbs mainly used as introductory verbs:
	say to, tell, point out, remark, reply, and explain.


2. Questions.
In case we have that kind of questions with a “yes / no “answer it depends on the verb of the introductory clause. We use if as a linking word and ask is the verb that must appear in the indirect introductory clause as usual
DS:	He says:” Do you go there?”	RS:	He asks if I go there.
DS:	He said:” Do you go there?”	RS:	He asked if I went there.

In case we have questions with wh-words it is the same but the wh-word is used as a linking word between both sentences.
DS:	He says: “Where does he live?”	RS:	He asks where he lives.
DS:	He said: “Where does he live?”	RS:	He asked where he lived.

Questions with if- clauses and time clauses should be reported with the if- clause or time clause last.
DS:	‘When /If I see him, what shall I say? She asked.
RS:	She asked what she should say when/if she saw him.

Indirect questions are normally expressed by: ask, enquire, want to know, wonder, I’d like to know.
