They are introduced by: if, whether, (even if, if only), but for, as/so long as, suppose/supposing (that), on condition (that), provided (that), unless, in case
Unless + affirmative verb = If + negative verb.
I won’t go out unless you ask me.
But for = if it was not for/if it hadn’t been for.
But for his quickness, I would have been killed
Suppose /Supposing that mean past and future supposition.
Suppose I had had an accident, who would have paid?
If only express wish or hope.
If only he comes.

If he arrived only yesterday he will probably not leave before Sunday.

F. If clause: Past tense			Main clause: Present tense.
If you spent the night in the train you probably need a rest.
If he arrived only yesterday he is unlikely to leave today.

G. If clause: Past Perfect tense		Main clause: Future tense.
If he had not come in when you arrived he will not come in at all.

H. If clause: Past Perfect tense		Main clause: Present tense.
If he hadn’t had any message when you called he probably intends to be back before you leave.

I. If clause: Present tense		Main clause: Past tense.
If our opinion is not good, then my uncle’s was the worst.

J. Should + infinitive.
Should puede usarse en las condicionales.
If you should be interested --- I will send you a copy of my book.
				Please let me know.
Tiene el efecto de una sugerencia. Should equivaldría a ought to y se puede usar en oraciones de Tipo B. Ex:
If your parents disapprove of the plan, you should (ought to) give it up.
If you shouldn’t (oughtn’t to) to do it, don’t do it.
En estos casos al igual que ought to indica recomendación o consejo.

K. If clause: Present Continuous tense	Main clause: Future tense.
If you are staying for another night, I will ask the manager to give you a better room.
