
Past continuous
WAS / WERE + INFINITIVE – ING

Use: actions in progress at a particular 
time in the past.



Affirmative: S + WAS / WERE + ING

I was reading a book yesterday morning.

You were reading a comic at 10 o’clock.

Negative: S + WASN’T / WEREN’T + ING

He wasn’t playing football last night.

They weren’t watching TV at 12.

Questions: WH-WORD + WAS / WERE + S + ING ?

What was she doing at lunchtime?

Where were you going yesterday afternoon?
